Officers from the Oceanside Police Department were responding to a radio call of a
vehicle burglary in progress in the 700 block of Mosaic Circle.

A female victim caught two young thieves in the act of burglarizing her vehicle. She confronted
the two and took back some of her property they had stolen from the car.

The suspect was subdued without injury and a steak
knife was located in his sock.

The suspect was identified by the victim and several articles of stolen property were recover
that linked the suspect to two other burglaries in the area.
